$5 million awarded to family of girl who died in hospital
A Circuit Court jury has awarded $5 million to a family of a 14-year-old girl who died April 6, 1997, at Michael Reese Hospital.  West Side resident Ashley Evans was shot in November 1996 and was treated at Cook County Hospital and the Rehabilitation Institute of Chicago, said the family’s attorney.  She was returned home in March 1997, developed pneumonia and was taken to Michael Reese.  A resident physician administered a paralytic that resulted in cardiac arrest.  After two more cardiac arrests, the girl died.
